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Ann Koby Legacy Scholarship for Graduates

WTS has launched a new scholarship, the President’s Legacy Scholarship.  

Each year, the President’s Legacy Scholarship will provide a $3,000 scholarship to a young woman pursuing a career in transportation.  This “rotating” scholarship will take the name of the currently serving WTS International president, and will change names as presidents fulfill their terms.  

Ann Koby is currently fulfilling her term as president, and so the founding scholarship is the “Ann Koby Legacy Scholarship.”
The WTS mission of transforming the transportation industry through the advancement of women can be realized by encouraging them to further their careers as leaders in the transportation industry. The Ann Koby Legacy Scholarship is awarded to women pursuing graduate studies in transportation or a related field, who demonstrate leadership skills and an active commitment to community service.

Ann Koby has held numerous leadership positions since joining WTS in 1993:  annual conference co-chair, director at large, treasurer, corporate relations chair, and vice president.  Even at work, she volunteers for additional responsibilities.  She has chaired a mentoring task, lead the environmental practice area network, and co-chaired a technical conference.  Before finding WTS, Ann was an active member of Altrusa, International, serving as a chapter director and vice president.  Currently, she mentors several women within the transportation industry and serves as vice president on her condominium association board.  
WTS recognizes that transportation is more than simply moving people and goods from one place to another.  It is a driver of growth, and an integral part of our local communities. The leadership, skills and perspectives of women are essential to ensure that the transportation systems of the future respond to the needs of all.  Through the Ann Koby Legacy Scholarship, WTS seeks to motivate and reward women who demonstrate leadership in the transportation industry and a commitment to community service. 

The Ann Koby Legacy Scholarship is $3,000.  The minimum criteria for selection are as follows:

GPA of 3.0 or higher

Currently enrolled in an graduate degree program in a transportation-related field, such as transportation engineering, planning, business management, finance or logistics

d.
Plans to pursue a career in a transportation-related field

Applicants for the Ann Koby Legacy Scholarship are asked to specifically address in a personal statement of 1,000 words or less; their vision of how their education will give them the tools  to better serve their community’s needs and transportation issues.

Applications must be submitted through local WTS chapters. The scholarships are competitive and based on the applicant's specific transportation goals, academic record and transportation-related activities or job skills.  Minority candidates are encouraged to apply.  National awards will be presented in May and attendance at awards dinner is strongly recommended.
